FULBOURN GOOD NEIGHBOUR SCHEME
What is a Good Neighbour Scheme?

A Good Neighbour Scheme is a voluntary initiative run by a group of local residents who recognise the benefits of such a scheme to the community, and want to help their neighbours enjoy a better quality of life.

The people who may need support may be the elderly, disabled, single parents and young mothers, those temporarily in need through illness or anyone who may be isolated within the community.

Good Neighbour Schemes are not there to replace the work done by social services and other professional care agencies.  They operate on a more personal level than many agency-led schemes, often starting as simple offers to help an acquaintance in need.  However, they can improve the quality of life of people living more isolated lives in rural communities.
In some parts of the region, schemes operate via a mobile phone which is held in turn by core a group of volunteers.  A duty period is decided between members of the volunteer team and any resident in need of genuine help of the kind offered can ring the number.

This is just one example, if a scheme is developed locally, it will be up to residents of Fulbourn to decide how they would like their scheme to run.

What help can the scheme provide?

The scheme is planned for the benefit for the whole community of Fulbourn.  Examples of the help that might be offered could include the following:-

Transports – Occasional lifts

Practical help – Shopping, collecting prescriptions, meal delivery

Household repairs – Changing light bulbs, checking smoke alarms, fixing dripping taps

Gardening – One off tidy ups for someone physically unable to do themselves

Befriending – Not only for elderly but also bereaved and new residents
